Our work spans governance, education, public health, gender equity, and
institutional reform, translating complex policy and democratic processes into accessible
narratives that strengthen accountability and citizen engagement.

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VFM will utilize our relationship with organizations, such as The Joint National Association of
Persons with Disabilities (JONAPWD), which is the umbrella non-governmental organization
(NGO) representing all disability clusters in Nigeria, to recommend trained sign language
interpreters with experience supporting conferences, hybrid events, community programmes, and
live broadcasts. VFM will also establish and leverage SLI capacity from private institutions in all 12
focal states and the FCT. For hybrid and virtual meetings, interpreters will be equipped with HD
webcams, stable internet, and studio-quality lighting to ensure clear visibility and facial expression
accuracy. To maximise value for International IDEA, VFM will adopt a hybrid deployment model,
using on-site interpreters for high-level sessions and remote interpreters for supporting sessions,
thereby reducing logistical costs. All interpreters will follow a rotation system to prevent fatigue
and maintain accuracy throughout long events. When supporting media broadcasts, chroma‑key
overlays will be used to ensure professional placement of interpreters on screen.
